b. Don’t compare your children to each other — theywarique!

- Avoid over endorsement at the expense of othkatrein.
Instead of ‘you're the best’ — ‘you are brilliarit &

c. Create a culture of honour in your family
(applaud, reward, adored)

d. Discipline behaviour whilst encouraging their idgnt

Not ‘you’re lazy’ but ‘come on, you can work realard — what's
holding you back?’

e. Honour publically — don’t identify your childrenfaults in front of
your friends even when your children are young.

f. Encourage dialogue but teach them respect.

‘Your opinion matters to me but please don’t sp@akne in
that tone — it's disrespectful’

(Number 1 factor why children become strong Charsdiis the
ability of parents to discuss reasonably, dialogpenly and
understand the child’s world)
